Small group activity ideas:
The purpose is to provide a range of structured activities that aim to help these young people to develop trust, communication skills and enable growth in their confidence, self-esteem and social interaction. 

· Turn-taking: any and all turn-taking games and activities are welcome! It can be useful to have a visual ‘prop’, something that can be passed between each child so that, when a child is holding this prop/item, they are aware that it is their turn to speak, and the other children will understand that they are to listen when not holding the object.
· Sharing news: taking turns, perhaps by passing a ball to each other (or similar item) and whoever has the ball takes their turn to share news. Different topics can be used each time, e.g. what they did at the weekend, what is their favourite toy, what did they have for breakfast etc.

· Emotions: supporting their understanding of basic and complex emotions through discussions and topics (how do you feel when X happens? What makes you feel happy? What makes you feel excited? What makes you feel scared?). This can also be done with simple tasks and games. Always aim to use visual supports (e.g. pictures depicting various emotions and/or scenarios).

· Imaginative play: demonstrate simple imaginative play using visuals and objects, encouraging the children to comment, join in, take turns and answer questions.
